denial of journalistic access, and failures to investigate and prosecute
crimes against them.

Statistics gathered by UNESCO, as well as by other organizations
such as the Committee to Protect Journalists (CPJ), Reporters Sans
Frontiéres (RSF), the International News Safety Institute (INSI), the
International Freedom of Expression Exchange (IFEX) and the Inter
American Press Association (IAPA) all testify to the staggering
number of journalists and media workers killed while performing their
professional duties.
